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· Today we celebrate "Christ the King Sunday" the day we recognize JESUS as the KING of the world and the Universe! 

· Sacred scripture reveals to us that Jesus held many titles. 
He was the "Son of Mary;" the "only begotten Son of God;" 
the "Alpha and Omega" with God.

· Jesus was also a "Prophet" greater than Moses; 
a "Rabbi," a "High Priest," the "Lord of Lords," the "Bread of Life," and the "Messiah"—which means, the Christ, the holy Anointed One of God.

· In our 1st Reading today, the Prophet Daniel says the Messiah will receive "Dominion, Glory and Kingship—and his Kingship shall never be destroyed!" (Dan 7:13-14)

· This is known as a "Messianic Prophecy." Daniel is talking about JESUS! The Prophecy says the Messiah will be "one like the Son of Man…" Daniel is saying Jesus will be like us, yet different!

· As the "Son of Man" Jesus will be a descendent of the first humans Adam and Eve, when God breathed His own "image and likeness" into them thus giving them a "rationale Soul." (Gen 2:7)

· When Jesus wants to speak of his Divinity, he refers to himself as the "Son of God."

· Jesus is both united to us as the "Son of Man"—fully human, yet set apart from us as the "Son of God"—fully Divine—thus he is deserving of all our Honor and Adoration!
· Since the phrase, "Son of Man" is used by the Prophet Daniel to indicate who the Messiah will be…

· …Jesus deliberately refers to himself as the "Son of Man" throughout his ministry so people will know he is fulfilling yet another of the 100's of prophecies the coming of the Messiah.

· The words "King" and "Kingdom" are also titles to be given to the Messiah. We see them used frequently in all of our Readings today.

· In our Responsorial Psalm we said, "The Lord is KING; he is robed in majesty!"

· The Book of Revelation said, "Jesus Christ is the faithful witness… the ruler of the Kings of the Earth!"

· Since Jesus is our King, that makes Mary, his mother—the "Queen Mother."

· In the 1st Book of Kings, the Queen Mother of Solomon, Bethsheba, comes to her son asking him for a request.

· 1 Kings says, "And the King rose to meet her, and bowed down to her; then he sat on his throne, and had a seat brought for the King's Mother; and she sat on his right. 

Then she said, "I have one small request to make of you; do not refuse me." And the King said to her, "Make your request, my Mother; for I will not refuse you…"  (2:19-20)
· Now you know where we get our theology on why we ask Mary, the Queen Mother, to intercede for us…

· Again, you'll find that in Ch. 2 verse 19 of the 1st Book of Kings…

· Oh! And remember what Mary did at the Wedding of Cana? She went to her Son, the King asking him for a request—And he granted it to her.

· Jesus solidifies his royal title as King while Pilate is questioning him. When Pilate says to Jesus, "Then you are a King?" Jesus replies, "You say I am a King…" 

· That was their way back then of saying: "You took the words right out of my mouth! I couldn't have said it better!"
· However, Jesus makes it clear that his Kingdom is not of THIS world.

· Jesus is referring to his Heavenly Kingdom where everyone there knows EXACTLY who he is because they know what he has done for them.

· "For this I was born and for this I came into the world, to testify to the Truth. Everyone who belongs to the TRUTH, listens to my voice…" (Jn 18:37)

· Do we appreciate everything Jesus has done for us? Do we do everything he wants us to do?

· Jesus also says in today's Gospel, "If my Kingdom belonged to this world, my attendants would be fighting to keep me from being handed over…"

· Do we fight to defend Christ in a world that is hostile to our Catholic teachings and Christian values…?

· S.M. Lockridge was a Baptist Preacher from Texas who lived in San Diego, CA until he died in 1993. He was known for his preaching across the United States and around the world. 

· One day, Pastor Lockridge gave a remarkable sermon about who Jesus is and why we should fall down and worship him every day.
· Now mind you, I usually draw from mostly Catholic Resources when I prepare my homilies. 
· But when I see something that contains the same Truths as our Catholic Faith—I won't hesitate to share it…
· I think Pastor Lockridge's words are quite appropriate as we celebrate "Christ the King" Sunday…

· Now imagine a heavy-set, Baptist Preacher with a golden voice like Dr. Martin Luther King delivering the following words…. 

The BIBLE says, My King is the King of the Jews!
He’s the King of Israel
He’s the King of Righteousness
He’s the King of the Ages
He’s the King of Heaven
He’s the King of Glory
He’s the King of Kings
And He’s the Lord of Lords
That’s My KING! — I wonder do you know Him?
My King, is a sovereign King

No means of measure can define his limitless love

He’s enduringly Strong
He’s entirely Sincere
He’s eternally Steadfast
He’s immortally Graceful
He’s imperially Powerful
He’s impartially Merciful
Do you know Him?


He’s the greatest phenomenon that has ever crossed the horizon of this world
He’s God’s Son
He’s a Sinner’s Savior
He’s the Centerpiece of Civilization
He’s Unparalleled
He’s Unprecedented

He is the loftiest idea in Literature
He’s the highest personality in Philosophy
He’s the fundamental doctrine of true Theology
He’s the only one qualified to be an all sufficient Savior
I wonder if you know him today?


He supplies strength for the weak

He’s available for the tempted and the Tried
He sympathizes and he Saves
He strengthens and Sustains
He guards and he Guides
He heals the Sick
He cleanses the Lepers
He forgives Sinners
He discharges Debtors
He delivers the Captive
He defends the Feeble
He blesses the Young
He serves the Unfortunate
He regards the Aged
He rewards the Diligent
And, he beautifies the Meager
I wonder if you know Him?


He’s the KEY to all Knowledge

He’s the wellspring of Wisdom
He’s the doorway of Deliverance
He’s the pathway of Peace
He’s the roadway of Righteousness
He’s the highway of Holiness
He’s the gateway of Glory
Do you know him?

Well…His life is Matchless

His goodness is Limitless
His mercy is Everlasting
His love never Changes
His Word is Enough
His grace is Sufficient
His reign is Righteous
And His yoke is Easy
And His burden is Light…


I wish I could describe him to ya…. yeah
He’s Indescribable
He’s Incomprehensible
He’s Invincible
He’s Irresistible
You can't get him out of your mind
You can’t get him off of your hand
You can’t outlive Him

You can’t live without Him

Well, the Pharisees couldn’t stand Him

They found out they couldn’t stop Him

Pilate couldn’t’ find any fault in Him

Herod couldn’t kill Him

Death couldn’t handle Him

And, the grave couldn’t hold Him
YEAH!!! That’s My King!

That’s MY KING!

AMEN!!!
